The property was originally granted to José Maria Orozeo
by Governor Manuel Micheltorena in 18456, just one year
prior to the conguest of California by the United States
The grant was for three square leagues, or 13,298 BCrGs
however, subsequent acquisitions have brought the area
to approximately 20,000 acres,

The rancho passed from Orozco to Captain George W
Hanley, master of the American whaling ship Stonington,
who had the patent for the ranch confirmed by the United
States Land Commission. Five other owners have held title
tothe rancho since that time, the most recent of whom was
Charles L. Powell,

Powell purchased the land in 1939, stocked it with 2,000
head of cattle, repaired and modernized an adobe house
on the property and installed a small electric plant, The
terms of Mr. Powell’s trust, of which Title Insurance and
Trust is Trustee, provides that the property not be sold for
a decade following probate of his will

Rancho Guejito y Canada de Paloma is presently one
of the last remaining Mexican Land Grants in private
ownership in the United States, It is now being offered
for sale
